On Monday evening, September 17, 2007, Dance Theater Workshop, Danspace Project, and
The Joyce Theater with the 2006-2007 Bessies Committee, presented the Twenty-Third
Annual New York Dance and Performance Awards (a.k.a. THE BESSIES) for exceptional
achievements of the 2006-2007 season. Established in 1983, THE BESSIES acknowledge
outstanding creative work by independent artists in the fields of dance and related performance
in New York City. Artists, press constituents, presenters, and producers in the fields of dance
and related performance gathered at The Joyce Theater to honor their own and to celebrate the
breadth and depth of ideas that make New York’s contemporary performing arts community
thrive.

The Masters of Ceremony for this year’s event were Justin Bond and Taylor Mac.
Performances included a section from Doug Varone’s Boats Leaving, an excerpt from André
Gingras’ solo work CYP'', and a section from Luciana Achugar’s Exhausting Love at
Danspace Project. The evening also featured a special memorial tribute to poet Sekou
Sundiata.

The award ceremony included 25 citations honoring a total of 30 individuals and organizations
for achievements during the 2006-2007 season in the following categories:
Choreographer/Creator, Installation & New Media, Performer, Composer, Visual Design,
and Special Citations, as well as the Susan E. Kennedy Award. The award recipients
represent a wide range of contemporary dance aesthetics in the performing arts community.
Thanks to the generous support from Big Apple Lights, E.T.C. (Electronic Theatre Controls),
Olga Garay, and the Harkness Foundation, the honorees received cash awards along with their
citations. Award recipients in the Choreographer/Creator category received $1,000 each; the
Performer, Design, Composer and Special award recipients each received $500. This year's
event received major support from Altria.

Choreographer/Creator Award recipients were Luciana Achugar, for Exhausting Love at
Danspace Project at Danspace Project; Germaine Acogny and Kota Yamazaki, for Fagaala
presented by 651 Arts at the BAM Harvey Theater; Yoshiko Chuma, for sustained
achievement; Emmanuel Gat, for his concert at the Lincoln Center Festival; Bill T.
Jones/Arnie Zane Dance Company and artistic collaborators, for Chapel/Chapter at Harlem
Stage; Mark Morris, for Mozart Dances presented by the Mostly Mozart Festival at Lincoln
Center; Saburo Teshigawara, for Bones in Pages at the Lincoln Center Festival; and Doug
Varone, for Boats Leaving at The Joyce Theater.

William Forsythe received this year’s Installation & New Media Award for You Made Me a
Monster at the Baryshnikov Arts Center.

This year's Performer Awards were given to Clifton Brown for his work with the Alvin Ailey
American Dance Theater during their 2007 season at New York City Center; Nora Chipaumire
for her performances during Urban Bush Women’s 2007 season at The Joyce Theater; Adriane
Fang for her body of work with Doug Varone; Kenneth Flak for his performance in Andre
Gingras’ CYP' presented at Danspace Project; Gino Grenek for his body of work with Stephen
Petronio; and Karen Sherman for her performance in Morgan Thorson’s Faker at P.S. 122.
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Composer Awards were presented to Anthony Caplan and the African Music Workshop
Ensemble, for Vincent Mantsoe’s Men-Jaro, co-presented by 651 Arts and Danspace Project at
the Kumble Theater; Dietrich Kruger and Niels Lanz, for William Forsythe’s Three
Atmospheric Studies at the Brooklyn Academy of Music; and Zeena Parkins, for her body of
work.

Visual Design Awards went to Jane Cox, for Doug Varone’s Boats Leaving at The Joyce
Theater; Thomas Dunn, for DD Dorvillier's Nottthing is Importanttt at The Kitchen; Jim Findlay
and Jeff Sugg, for Cynthia Hopkins’ Must Don’t Whip ‘Um at St. Ann’s Warehouse; and the
design team of Sarah Michelson, Parker Lutz, and Davison Scandrett, for Michelson’s Dogs
at the BAM Harvey Theater.

Special Citations were presented to Mary Hinkson, for her longstanding dedication to the
dance field, Judith Jamison, for expanding the artistic programs of the Ailey Company; and
Chez Bushwick, for its commitment to supporting experimental dance at affordable prices.

The Susan E. Kennedy Memorial Award, which recognizes, encourages, and rewards arts
workers who have made supporting artists their life’s work, was given to Bruce Allardice.
